Liquid Stringer Medium Cat no. FSTRINGER
Enjoy the freedom of being able to draw with glass. Liquid Stringer Medium is a unique
gel that you can mix with powdered frits or enamels so they can be applied with a squeeze
bottle or cake decorator. Anything you can draw, be it words, faces, geometric patterns or
free form lines can all made in fused glass. When mixed to the proper consistency, your
lines will have the round dimensional quality of a glass stringer . Mixing thinner will allow
you to !oat areas of color. Easy to use, this medium burns out clean when "red. Tools can
be cleaned with water. This is a great addition to any glass artist#s bag of tricks. 8 oz. bottle.

Back Magic     Cat no. 48471 - 118ml
Add shine and texture to the back side of fused
pieces. Spray or brush
on piece and "re to
524°C, well below
slumping temperatures.
Will not eliminate
texture but makes most
surface glossier and
smooth. For use after initial slumping process.

Wash-Away     Cat. No. 522010
Easily removes baked-on shelf
primer (kiln-wash) from the bot-
tom of fused projects using black
glass, hot colours and opalescent
glass. Apply without dilution to the
baked on primer and then lightly
scrub with a plastic scouring pad.
This should remove even the most
stubbornly adhered primer. 324ml.

High Temp Wire     Cat no. 450417
General purpose wire remains strong in
heat of kiln "ring "rings and
withstands high temperatures
for long periods. 1.1mm
diameter, 3m long.

High Temp Stamen Wire     Cat. No. 450424
24 guage wire . 0.5mm diameter, 3m long.

17 gauge wire.

Fibre Blanket
Ceramic "ber products have many uses because
they re!ect heat rather that than absorbing it.
They are useful in controlling the shape and
!ow of hot glass in a kiln in ways other materi-
als can not. Fiber Paper can be placed on a kiln
shelf instead of kiln wash. Fiber Blanket can be
shaped for use as a slumping mold. These useful
and versatile products do have one drawback,
breathing the free "bers presents a health haz-
ard. Always use an OSHA approved respirator
whenever this material is being used.
In 610mm wide rolls, sold by metre lengths.

Fiber Board
Fibre board is a versatile ceramic "ber product.
Its many using include: A) carve into it with
woodworking tools to make a textured design
that you cast or fuse into, B) cut it with an X-
acto knife to make a custom or irregular shaped
drop out molds, C) slice strips of "ber board
when you need $dams% for frit casting projects.
Always use an OSHA approved respirator.

A battery powered detector to determine which is the tin side of a sheet of
Float Glass. Simply place the Short Wave UV window against the glass.
The tin side will be foggy, the reverse side will be clear.
